In 1874 the Old Settlers' Association was organized, and the year following the first meeting was held at Eureka. The following
were the first officers chosen: President, John Summers; vice-president, W. R. Willis; secretary, R. N. Radford; corresponding
secretary, B. D. Meek; treasurer, P. H. Vance. The meeting of 1876 was held at Eureka July 4th, and that of 1877 was at
Metamora. The constitution at that time provided that anyone who was a resident of the county at the time of its organization
in 1841 could become a member. The association at its first meeting
elected the following vice-presidents from the various townships:
